2 Remove the lower fairing.

3 Remove the left hand and right hand
fairings.

4 Remove fuel tank.

5 Install the PCIII module in the tail

section of the motorcycle. Figure

shows the unit laying in the tail sec

tion but it can be mounted in several

locations. Make sure the unit or the

wiring harness does not get com -

pressed by the seat.

6 Route the wiring harness towards the

front of the bike.

7 Remove the muf fler of the exhaust

system to access the stock O2 sensor

8 Unscrew the stock O2 sensor from the

muf  fler (Fig. B).

9 Screw the Dynojet O2 sensor into the
